. AUTHORIZATION TO WRITE OFF BAD DEBT/ACCOUNTS RECEIVABLES

WHEREAS, the Port of Skamania charges monthly lease rates to the Port of Skamania tenants, as well as utilities,
docking fees and fees assessed against the leased premises; and,

WHEREAS, the Port of Skamania has on its books numerous delinquent accounts for past due lease payments
and/or utilities, docking fees and fees assessed disputed by tenants; and

WHEREAS, the Port of Skamania Commission recognizes that the ability of the Port of Skamania to effectively
collect on outstanding lease payments and/or overdue utilities, docking fees and/or fees assessed has become a
cumbersome activity, and the likelihood of collecting is extremely minimal; and

WHEREAS, many of the delinquent accounts for outstanding lease payments and/or overdue utilities, docking
fees and/or fees assessed are still maintained as available revenue on the accounts receivable ledgers of the
Port of Skamania; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Port of Skamania and the Commissioners to clean up the financial records and
books of the Port of Skamania and avoid the carry-over of accounts receivables as available revenue, which
stand a minimal possibility of collection; and

WHEREAS, the Port Commissioners has determined that writing off delinquent accounts receivables would clear
up the books and financial records of the Port of Skamania County; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED that the Port of Skamania County Commissioners does hereby
‘ authorize the Port of Skamania to take appropriate action to write off the accounts listed on Exhibit “A” which is
attached hereto and incorporated herein; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Commissioners of the Port of Skamania does hereby authorize the
Port of Skamania Finance Manager to take whatever action is deemed appropriate to remove as available
revenue from the financial books and records of the Port of Skamania those accounts receivables listed on
Exhibit “A” which is attached hereto and incorporated herein.

WHEREAS, as provided in RCW 53.20.010, the Port has adopted a Comprehensive Scheme
of Harbor Improvements (Comprehensive Scheme), dated January 4, 1966, as amended from time to
time; and

WHEREAS, the Port's Board of Commissioners deems it in the best interests of the Port to
revise said Comprehensive Scheme; and

WHEREAS, public workshop was held on August 21, 2018 to discuss with the Port
Commission and the general public the proposed revisions to the Comprehensive Scheme; and

WHEREAS, on August 21, 2018 a public hearing on the Comprehensive Scheme revision was
held in accordance with RCW 53.25, and the notice provision of RCW 53.20.020 has been satisfied;
and

WHEREAS, the Port Commission finds the full and complete Port of Skamania County
Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Improvements should be revised as provided below.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Commissioners of the Port of
Skamania County:

1. Adopts the document attached as Exhibit A hereto and incorporated by reference as the
Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Improvements of the Port of Skamania County until such time
as the same is modified pursuant to law.

2. To the extent prior resolutions creating or amending the Comprehensive Scheme are
inconsistent with the Comprehensive Scheme attached as Exhibit A, those resolutions of the Port
Commission are superseded. To the extent that resolutions are consistent, they shall remain in full
force and effect.

WHEREAS, the Port of Skamania County Board of Commissioners has properly given notice of a
public hearing held November 20, 2018 to consider the budget of the Port of Skamania County for
the 2019 calendar year pursuant to RCW 84.55.120; and

WHEREAS, the Port of Skamania County Board of Commissioners after hearing and duly considering
all relevant evidence and testimony presented, has determined that the Port District does require an
increase in revenues from the regular property tax levy from the previous year, and does require the
increase in property tax revenue resulting from the addition of new construction and improvements to
property, or any increase in the value of state assessed property in order to discharge the expected
expenses and obligations of the Port of Skamania County, and

WHEREAS, the population of the Port District is less than 10,000

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE PORT OF
SKAMANIA COUNTY that the Board authorizes a property tax levy for 2019 of $307,369.10, which is
$2,596.71 one percent (1%) over the $259,670.73 2018 levy; as well as collecting the 2018 banked
capacity since 1985 of $45,101.66 for a total increase of 18.3688% over 2018. In addition an
increased amount, resulting from the addition of new construction and improvements to property, of
$3,757.70, and an increase amount in the value of state assessed property to be supplied by the
County Assessor at a later date shall be collected.
