Position Title: Maintenance Person

Position Reports To: Facilities Specialist

Position Description Summary
The maintenance person is responsible for performing semi-skilled to skilled work in the trades area including but not limited to plumbing, electrical, carpentry and masonry.  The maintenance person may be assigned duties related to the repair, maintenance and construction of Port docks, parks, facilities, buildings, water systems, and grounds.  The maintenance person is required to operate, maintain, and repair a variety of hand and powered equipment and may be required to operate and maintain vehicles such as pick-up trucks, tractors, and other equipment.

Assignments are received from the Facilities Specialist either orally or in the form of written sketches, plans, diagrams or instructions.  The maintenance person is expected to safely carry out assignments with minimal supervision.  Work performance is evaluated through inspections during and at the completion of tasks for the quality and quantity of results as well as job safety.

Position Duties
The following duties comprise most but not all of the work responsibilities and activities of the Port maintenance person encounters:

1) Performs repair and maintenance tasks, draws plans, purchases materials, builds and stains cabinets, shelves and other carpentry items.

2) Repairs or replaces plumbing fixtures.

3) Repairs and maintains heating and air conditioning units.

4) Repairs and maintains sprinkler systems.

5) Operates, maintains, and repairs a variety of hand and power tools.

6) Repairs, maintains, and constructs park buildings and facilities.

7) Operates tractor mounted grounds construction and maintenance equipment.

8) Constructs, repairs, and maintains plumbing and sprinkling fixtures and systems.

9) Performs grounds maintenance and landscaping duties.

10) Performs other work as assigned.

11) Operate and repair chainsaws, weed eaters, lawnmowers and other common maintenance tools.

12) Perform routine maintenance on Port vehicles and schedule seasonal maintenance of vehicles.

13) Maintain and schedule operation of Port’s water system.

14) Schedule maintenance and take timely water samples.

15) Flush hydrants, read and record water meters.

16) Purge water system when needed.

17) Build and maintain Port facilities/structures.

18) Carpentry on Port buildings - both wooden and metal structures.

19) Troubleshoot electrical problems.

20) Supervise and train Summer Youth employees.

Minimum Requirements
21) Knowledge of the standard trade methods, tools, materials, and equipment used in the repair and maintenance of buildings as required by the position.

22) Knowledge of the standard methods, tools, materials, and equipment used on construction assignments as required by the position.

23) Knowledge of the standard methods, tools, materials, and equipment used on janitorial assignments as required by the position.

24) Knowledge of the occupational hazards and safety precautions required by the duties of the position.

25) Ability to work independently.

26) Ability to read, understand, and execute oral and written instructions.

27) Ability to read and interpret blueprints, plans, and specifications as required by the position.

28) Ability to safely operate equipment required by assignments.

29) Ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with persons, co-workers and other Port employees and contractors.

30) Possession of a valid Washington State Driver’s license with evidence of a good driving record.

31) Ability to converse with tourists as well as the general public.

32) Identify and solve maintenance problems within the Port’s park, waterfront properties, buildings, dock and other facilities.
